The theme for the conference is Healthy Communities:  the So Cal Way. Conference sub themes and objectives

Abstracts should address current prevention research and health promotion practices.  We encourage presentations that are interactive, will enhance participants’ understanding and skill development, and fit within any of the following conference sub-themes:

· Healthy Environments:  Analyze attributes, policies and/or practices that lead to a healthy physical and social environment.

· Healthy Minds:  Describe evidence-based practices that lead to the development or creation of positive mental/emotional health status. 

· Healthy Bodies: Describe crosscutting and novel programs and/or practices that promote physical health.

· Full title of presentation.

· Indicate whether you are submitting for a poster or oral presentation.

· Name(s) of presenter(s) along with credentials (e.g., academic degrees), job title(s), and contact information (phone, email and address).

· Sub-theme that your poster or presentation addresses.

· Abstracts should not exceed 250 words.

· Include at least two learning objectives specific to the presentation.

· Provide a brief biography or curriculum vita.

Specific Learning Objectives: Learning objectives should state learning outcomes expected as a result of your presentation. They include what the participant will be able to define, identify, describe, discuss and/or analyze.

Examples:

1. Participants will be able to describe three effective or promising practices relating to….

2. Participants will be able to define the concepts of health disparities and inequalities.

All presenters will be required to complete speaker’s agreement form, pay for registration (reduced rate for presenters), and provide electronic copy of their presentation and/or handouts prior to the conference.
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
